WHEREAS decentralizing the decision-making process will empower all authorities to 

ensure housing initiatives are tailored to meet the needs of Manitobans, regardless of their 

geographic location.  

WHEREAS the current calculations for rentals need to allow for a cap on the rental rates 

based on fair market rental values in respective communities.  

THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Municipality request AMM lobby the 

Province of Manitoba to assist municipalities with the Manitoba Public Housing.
